A NEW SCHOOL APPROACH TO EDUCATION, REFLECTED IN THE CITY OF LIGHTS.
For the Spring 2015 semester, Eugene Lang College will offer a special program for students in collaboration with Parsons Paris.  The emphasis will be on an interdisciplinary liberal arts curriculum rooted in French literature, culture, thought and language.  Classes will be kept small in order to foster collaboration and community, and the curriculum is highly contextualized for Paris. Courses will be taught in English, but students will also register in an appropriate level of French language study.
A world capital of cultural and intellectual activity, the city of Paris is an essential part of the educational experience. The campus is located in the first arrondissement in a newly renovated historic building at 45 rue Saint-Roch, a short walk from the Louvre, the Palais Garnier, Gaîté Lyrique media arts center, and Notre Dame cathedral. The program faculty, from Europe and New York, will make full use of the setting, connecting students with local cultural and civic organizations. Like their counterparts in New York, students will use the city of Paris as a “laboratory” for exploration.  Since this is a university campus, students are billed tuition as normal through The New School, and receive their regular financial aid package.
For students selected to participate in this program, the curriculum will consist of the following:
     - Consuming Hemingway’s Feast, 4 credits
     - Creative Workshop: Urban Walking Tours, 4 credits
     - French Language (Appropriate Level), 3 credits
     - Liberal Arts or Studio Elective(s), 3-6 credits
The first course will focus on literature from expatriates and expatriate communities in Paris, and incorporate field trips to nearby arrondisements related to these communities.  The second course is a writing course focused on the urban walk-poem as a form of travel literature and will utilize literature, film and philosophical readings.  In addition to these two courses, students should register in a language course appropriate to their level of study; and the final course would be a free elective, which might be studio, art history, or even an online course from The New School (elective options available in October 2014).  The faculty advisor will also host small events during the term, such as a welcome reception and/or public readings.
