Section 1  -  Personal Information

Please complete this section in BLOCK CAPITAL LETTERS
Nationality: State your nationality as given in your passport. If you have dual nationality, you may state both. Please also provide a copy of your passport.
Section 2  -   Contact Details
Please ensure that you indicate (in the box provided) which address you would like correspondence to be sent to.
Section 3  -  Study Information
Please indicate each course selection you are applying for as they appear in the course catalogue.  

Also please make sure that you specify the semester and year you wish to study at Edge Hill University.
Section 4  -   Fee payment arrangements
You should use this section to let us know how you intend to pay your fees. You must choose at least one of the options. Please visit our website for details of our fee payment requirements.

Section 5  -  Physical or other disability or medical condition needing special arrangements

(All applicants must complete this section)
Please note this information is required for your insurance package.
If you have a disability or special need and may require extra support in your study, fieldwork or

accommodation. To help us provide you with the best support for you it is important that we understand your disability and how it might affect your studies.
The information you provide will be treated confidentially and will not affect the judgement concerning your academic suitability for a course.
If you do have a disability please provide us with as much detail as possible in the space provided.

Section 6  -  Statement of purpose (All applicants must provide a statement of purpose)
This section is very important as it is your opportunity to provide us with more information about you that might help us to make a decision about your application.

On separate document please describe any additional skills or experience that you think are relevant. Explain the reasons for applying for the course. What are your future plans? Describe your hobbies and interests. Tell us all about yourself.
We would recommend that you write at least 300 words.

We also require an academic reference in support of your application from a member of staff at your current university. This will need to be provided on letter headed paper and include contact details of the referee.

Section 7  -  Criminal Convictions

Edge Hill must ensure a safe environment for its staff and students. Therefore, we ask that you indicate on the application form whether you have any criminal convictions.  
You must tick either YES or NO in the box and failure to do so will delay your application. If you tick the YES box, you will be required to provide details of any convictions.

Important note: If you are applying for a course which needs further information (for example an educational fieldwork experience) we will need you to provide copies of police clearance with this application form.

Section 8  -   Student Declaration
