I. Costs and Financial Issues

A. At this time, the cost is slated at $1,950.00, which covers round trip airfare, hotel, breakfast, ground transfers and a farewell dinner. Additional fuel surcharges or baggage fees may be levied by the airline. Usually, these are very small, or don’t happen at all.
