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Course Description:
This class offers the student of theater the opportunity to intensively study theatrical experience by traveling to one of the world capitals of live theater and attending plays and related activities over a two-week period after the regular school year.  Based upon the specifics of the individual trip, a text, additional reading selections, and a term paper assignment will supplement the on-site activities.  Class meetings prior to the trip will orient the student to the trips academic component and trip logistics, and on-site class meetings will sharpen the critical focus of scheduled activities.  Costs for travel, accommodations, activities and tuition and a schedule for payment will be published well in advance of each trip.  
About this Course:

The Edinburgh Fringe Festival was created in post-World War II mission to reunite Europe through culture.  Over the years its success has blossomed so that it attracts theatrical productions from all over the world, but it’s center of uniting through culture remains true.   Due to its popularity, Edinburgh has attracted more festivals, and each August five festivals converge in Edinburgh making it the largest cultural exchange in the world.  During this two week course, students will experience the finest performances of theater, opera and music.

Course Objective:
Upon completion of this course, successful students will be able to:

1.  Identify how different social, cultural and historical contexts shape theater.  
2.  Critique theatrical performance using appropriate analytical, critical and historical language.   

3.  Share experiences from a new cultural perspective.  
Attendance:   is mandatory.  You are expected to attend all classes, and you are expected to be on time.  Students have the responsibility to prepare, attend and engage in this course.  There are no excused or unexcused absences.  There are simply absences.  The decision to attend is yours.  Decide now.  Get the most out of your learning opportunity by deciding to attend all classes.  Each absence from a meeting or activity will lower your grade by one letter.      

Class Policy:  
Do not use cell phones during class.  Turn them off, and put them away.

You may not wear ear buds during class.  Take them completely off during discussion or lecture.

When using computers for assignments, work with appropriate programs…this does not typically include social media.   If I witness you multitasking with technology not related to coursework, I will ask you to leave.  
Have to use the bathroom?  Go before or after class.  Do not get up in the middle of class…if it’s an emergency--go…but don’t come back.  

Do not chew gum in class or during any instructional sessions with the professor.   
Movement:
This course requires a considerable amount of movement.   Students must be able to board planes, busses, climb 2-flights of stairs unaided, and walk for one-mile uphill unaided.  Students are expected to wear appropriate clothing and foot wear for such excursions.  This class will climb a mountain.   Since this class meets outside of the US, the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) does not apply.  Faculty will make every effort to accommodate students with physical requirements.  Students desiring accommodations for these physical components should discuss the program with faculty prior to departure to ensure accommodations are possible.  
Timetable:
This course is part of the Extended Summer Term, however the course meeting time must coincide with the Edinburgh Fringe Festival.  Therefore, every student must be prepared to receive an “Incomplete” as the initial assessment of their course work.  Final projects will be due 3-days after return from the Study Abroad, and final grades will be recorded prior to the 2nd week of the Fall Term.

Class Participation and Preparation:

Contributing Factors are:  inquisitiveness, concern for quality of work assignments, promptness, prepared when class begins, eager approach to learning, cooperation with instruction and peers, involvement in critiques, willingness to volunteer for activities, contribution in group activities.
Assignments / Theatrical Critiques:

Homework as well as in class assignments will be assigned on an ongoing basis.  All assignments will be evaluated for accuracy, clarity, preparation, coherence and completeness.  
Final Project:  Your final project is a written project designed to assist students in understanding that theater creates and informs cultural awareness.  This project will be completed in two parts:  a research component related to engaging with and documenting theatrical sources, and a report component that requires reflective written critique and support.  
Exams:  None.  Sorry not in this class.  

Disabilities:
