URSINUS SUMMER PROGRAM IN JAPAN 2011
Basic information:

· approx. five-week program: three weeks at Tohoku Gakuin University (TGU) in Sendai, and two weeks touring major cities of Japan; the 2010 program dates were May 19 – June 24 
· faculty leader accompanies group
· earns four credits as EAS 301, a “G” course

· requires taking EAS 398, a one-credit “pre-departure” course in Spring 2010
· fulfills ILE (Independent Learning Experience) requirement

· no visa is required, but you MUST apply for a passport ASAP if you don’t have one

· two applications: one for Ursinus, and one for TGU

· Ursinus applications (use “Short-Term” form) are due early/mid Feb. 2011
· TGU application deadline TBA

In Sendai:

· homestays for the entire time with one or two families

· field trips and cultural experiences

· Japanese-language instruction and a lecture series on Japanese society/culture

On Tour:

· stay in Kyoto, Hiroshima and Tokyo, with stops at Himeji (site of famous medieval castle) and Nara (ancient capital and home of the Big Buddha)

· tour of major temples in Kyoto, plus free time

· in Hiroshima, see the Peace Park and Museum, and visit Miyajima, a Shinto shrine

· approx. 3 “free” days in Tokyo

· all hotels and group transportation are covered
Cost:

· participation fee covers virtually all expenses in Japan, including most transportation (except on free days), homestays, hotels, and most meals

· the fee in 2010 was $3,650 (not yet finalized for 2011), and was $4,200 in 2009
· fee depends on number of participants, as well as other factors
· you must pay for your round-trip ticket to Japan (in addition to the participation fee)
· tickets will be purchased through a discount broker who gets us the best prices
· plane tickets last year were approx. $1,200-1,300, but may be higher in 2011
· you will want to bring money for personal expenses, such as some lunches, shopping, etc.

· you’d want to bring at least $300, but $500+ is more like it

· ATM cards work at post office ATMs and at 7-11 stores

· advisable to bring a credit card and some cash, but you can withdraw yen easily at ATMs

· must give $250 deposit by due date for UC apps
