· A rented room in the city centre can average 450€/month (not including utilities). 

· A homestay with a family (arranged through the University) during 2011-2012 will be 745€/month; full pension will be 875€/month. 

· Limited spaces in our residence halls may be available for 1.100€/month.
Study material/books: Depends on the study area. In the Hispanic Studies Programme, students may spend an average of 45€ per course, for example. In a different study area, such as Journalism, students may spend 30€ per semester.
